Note: The RP2100 model is used for ;ﬁmﬁ’aimﬁ purposes only. Refer to the
manual for the spemfm mm‘mai;&ms for the unit being serviced.

Turn the power to the heater "OFF".

SHUT OFF the gas supply to the heater. -
Remove the door of the heater.

Disconnect the gas line going into the gas valve.
Remove the screws that mount the burner tray to
the heater. See Fig. 1.

Remove the (2) screws. that hold the gas valve
bracket to the heater jacket. See Fig. 1.

Mark wire terminal locations for re-assembly later.

Unplug the ignition wire from ignition control box.
Slide the burner tray out.

Disconnect the pilot tubing from the gas valve
using a 7/16" wrench.

Remove the pilot shield (if present). See Fig. 2.

Remove the pilot bracket from the burner tray.
See Fig. 2.

Remove pilot assembly from pilot bracket.

Remove pilot tube from old pilot burner.
See Fig. 3.

Determine which is the proper pilot orifice to use.
Check the rating plate on the unit and confirm
whether it is burning propane or natural gas.

The kit comes with both natural and propane pilot
orifices. See Fig. 4.

Note: The pilot burner comes with the natural gas
orifice already installed inside the pilot burner.

Reverse the instructions (steps 13-1) to re-install
pilot burner assembly.
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
